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God is always on the move and moves with all 
those who move with His moves. We bless God 
for the great and wondrous things He has ac-
complished in the ministry as we obeyed His 
call TO GO. We are delighted to share with you 
some updates about some of the things the Lord 
is doing. 

MISSION TO THE NORTH 

The National Coordinator (NC) undertook a 
missionary trip to the Northern regions 
(Maroua, Garoua and Ngaoundere) from 23rd 
Nov—2nd December 2009. The aim of the visit 
was to “spy the land”, create contacts, consoli-
date pioneering initiatives all in a bid to estab-
lish an ideal framework for the expansion of the 
work of the ministry in the Northern region.  

His first stop over was Ngaoundere (23rd—
25th Nov) where he had a Vision Forum (a 
programme to present CYJ) dubbed “Who is 
Jesus to you” with the Christian youth commu-
nity of Ngaoundere. This programme was or-
ganized by Sr. Elizabeth AZA and the nucleus 
CYJ team she is putting together in Dang 
(Ngaoundere University area). The NC also had 

a tête at tête with the CYJ team and 
ministry leaders during which the 
intension to start up a work of the 
ministry was unveiled and adminis-
trative file (of basic ministry docu-
ments) handed to the CYJ Ngaoundere. 

 The second lap of the trip took the NC 
to Garoua (26th—29th Nov) where he 
had a crucial meeting with the leaders 
of the declining work in that area: Br. 
Barnabas FUINUE and Br. Stanley 
FRU. Lack of support from the head 
office and venue issues were identified 
as  the problems that impeded the sur-
vival and growth of the work. The NC 
took a firm engagement to ensure that 
the ailing work in Garoua get all the 
support in needed to grow and invited 
them to be part of the 2009 Ministry 
Annual Evaluation and Planning Meet-
ing in Yaounde. 

Maroua marked the final lap of the mis-
sionary trip (29th Nov— 2nd Dec). 
Here the NC ministered in an outreach 
programme organized by the youths of 
Full Gospel Mission Pitoaire (Crusade/
Musical concert/Seminar ). The NC 
also met with some CYJ brethren in 
Maroua and discussed with them about 
the need to establish the ministry in the 
land. By the grace of God, these breth-
ren committed themselves in this en-
deavour. The NC returned to Yaounde 
on Wednesday 3rd December with a 
good report after a successful spy trip. 

 
SEASON OF CHANGE 
A wind of change swept 
across the town of Bam-

bili from 9—14 November  as breth-
ren from CYJ North West Region 
converge there for gospel crusade. 
 Dubbed “Season of Change”,                     
the programme had a threefold focus: 
personal evangelism; seminar and 
crusade. For 7 days brethren went 
into homes and penetrated various 
neighborhoods to accomplish the 
Great Commission. The Assistant 
National Coordinator, Br. Emmanuel 
NKABYO and the Regional Coordi-
nator of the Centre Br. Peter 
EBELLE were among the guest 
speakers. Daily attendance stood at 
130 persons and a total of 115 people 
made commitments to accept Jesus in 
their lives. A CYJ work saw the light 
of day in Bambili at the end of the 
programme with 14 members. The 
work is coordinated by a steering 
committee which have at its helm Sr. 
Cynthia AGWETANG (Coordinator) 
and Br. NKENG AGBOR (Ass. Co-
ordinator). 

JOINING THE FIGHT AGAINST 
CORRUPTION 

CYJ recently took part in a capacity-
building seminar for Civil Society 
Organisations for the fight against 
corruption and self evaluation organ-
ized by CHOC Cameroon (Change 
Habits Opposed Corruption: an mul-
tinational project for the fight against 
corruption under the United Nations 
Development Programme).  

The ministry was represented by the 
National Coordinator at the seminar 
which ran from Thursday 12th - Sat-
urday 14 Nov at Hotel La Falaise in 
Douala. A call for projects was 
launched to select projects for spon-
sorship in the domain of education 
and transport.  
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My Story 

I left Cameroon for further studies after 
going through the University of 
Buea and a year at the University 
of Yaounde. Among hundreds of 
applicants, I was one of twenty 
finally selected from all over the 
World and admitted into the Max 
Plank Research school of Molecu-
lar biology in 2001. God had cer-
tainly opened a door of opportunity 
for me, not only with the blessing 
of an academic scholarship, but 
with an opportunity to be a light 
away from my home. 

While I was in Germany, the Lord 
allowed me to be an associate Pas-
tor of the Lord's harvest church in 

Goettingen, and to be a men-
tor to and disciple maker of several Ger-

mans and non-Germans. I 
had the privilege during 
those years to also serve at 
and minister at other gath-
erings of Christians. There 
were lots of grounds to 
break in that part of the 
world and there still are. I 
was just one among many 
servants of the Lord, with 
many faithfully plowing 
the ground and sowing 
precious seed and continu-
ing to reap a harvest of 
souls. 

After an intense, hectic and 

challenging 
s c h e d u l e 
t h r o u g h 
those years, I 
was blessed 
to finish in 5 
years both 
my Masters 
and PhD, 
and also got 
married to 
my dear wife 
Louisa, then Ayafor, in 2005.  

I accepted a position as a Post Doctoral research 
associate at the University of Nebraska-Lincoln, 
and after two years, another position currently at 
east Carolina University where I am still a Post 
Doctoral Scholar, involved in research, teaching 
and mentoring students from the USA and around 
the world. There is a great need for the gospel in 
the University Campuses through which a lot of 
influential people go through. I noticed that a lot 
of people struggle with atheism the basic concept 
of knowing God. I began a fruitful Bible study at 
the University of Nebraska, that was a blessing to 
those who were a part of it. A colleague of mine 
and I started a regular Bible study here at ECU. 
We are part of a local church called ReImage 
Church, that is very missions oriented and having 
a great impact on the city. We are learning a lot 
from those God has put around us, some of whom 
have pioneered missionary work; while serving 
and making ourselves available to serve. 

My wife graduated from Medical School in 2008 
and is currently doing a residency (specialization) 
in Psychiatric medicine at the Brody School of 
medicine where I work. We are going through an 
intense training season, and work hard to have a 
good balance between doing what we do daily, 
and being who we are as children of God, spouses 
(Husband/wife) and parents. 

We also have a prayer team to whom we are ac-
countable and meet monthly for intercession, fel-
lowship and mutual encouragement. We are in 
touch with, and sometimes have the opportunity to 
meet with and fellowship with or minister with a 
few of the brethren we knew back in Cameroon 
who are also in the diaspora, such as Pastor Nel-
son Nako/family, the Esunges, Br. Madison, the 
Mbarikas, the Ades, the Achas, the Forlus,, Rev. 
Boniface Eta and the Dinghas among many others.
