BRIEF REPORT AEPM 2008

A. EVALUATION

Ample time was given to effectively evaluate the work of the ministry at all levels. Evaluation One comprised the national leaders and was coordinated by a panel which consisted of the following brethren: Franklin NDI, Peter EBELLE and Maureen FUL. Evaluation Two focused on the Departments, Regions and Branches.
B. PLANNING
Two planning sessions were organised to harmonise planning at the branch level. National Leaders (NLs) were on hand to explain important issues on planning and to answer practical and specific questions. 
C. TEACHINGS

Two teaching sessions took place on the opening and closing day of the programme. The opening message entitled “A time to ARISE” was delivered by the NC. Participants were again blessed and inspired with the message on the theme of the programme (For such a time as this) from the unique guest speaker of the programme Rev. Sylvester MUA (of FGM main assembly Monge Road Kumba). 
D. PRAISE NIGHT

The first ever AEPM Praise Night held on Monday 29 December 2008. It was an unforgettable time of high praise and awesome worship. The CYJ choir (led by Sisters ENANGA Ginette and Cynthia AGWETANG) and some invited choirs and musicians thrilled the crowed that gathered to take part in the event. It was a great time that defied time and turn out being the best time in such a time as AEPM 2008.

E. ADMINISTRATIVE CHANGES

AEPM 2008 also witnessed some significant changes in the ministry’s administration. The Directorate of Publication and Communication (DPC) was restructured to make it efficient and productive. The DPC now functions with 4 departments: 
i. Department of Publications (New): It is in charge of all the ministry’s publications and given a challenge to launch the ministry into the production of home-based or contextual evangelistic tracts and ensure the regular publication of IMPACT. It is headed by the DPC Br. Henry WOINTOH and placed under the supervision of the NC.

ii. Department of Broadcasting (New): This department shall promote and oversee radio and television broadcasting in the ministry. It is headed by Sr. Mildred KEWAN.

iii. Department of Translation and Interpretation: This existing department shall continue to handle translation and interpretation in the ministry. It is headed by Sr. Stephanie MAFEUZEM who shall from henceforth be assisted by Br. Henry TABIT.

iv. Web team (New): This department shall take charge of the ministry website, web publication and broadcasting. It shall be headed by Br. Malcom TANGIE.

In addition to the DPC, the ministry has also restructured its regional administration to improve on efficiency and enhance supervision of branches. The ministry shall now operate 10 regions (similar with the 10 administrative regions of the country). The regional offices will be filled progressively. For now we have the following Regional Coordinators:
