2008 IN RETROSPECT 

Calvary greetings! It gives us great delight to write and enlighten you on how 2008 unfolded and to share with you our perspective for next year. This brief report comprise a synopsis of our major endeavours and outreaches, strides made challenges faced and what lies in our horizon for the coming year:

ACTIVITIES

CYJ embraced 2008 with a goal to consolidate the work of the ministry at all levels. The month of January was reserved for prayers (personal and general). January also witnessed the publication of the ministry’s Calendar of Events by the National Programme Directorate. National Youth week activities took centre stage in February with all the various CYJ branches nationwide taking part in the 11th February march pass (during which personal and mass evangelistic activities were organised). The ministry held its annual Enlarged Leadership Retreat in Buea from 20th – 23rd April under the theme: “Make the difference”. The retreat brought together over 70 ministry leaders from the various branches and centres of the ministry nation-wide. 

The ministry held two national programmes in Buea and Douala in August. Festival of Hope III took place from 11 – 17 August in Wokoko, Buea while Harvest Fire Conference took place in Douala from 18 – 24 August. The month of October and November was focused on prayers through out the entire ministry with a national prayer and fasting programme dubbed “Revive thy work O Lord”. This programme was also marked by a strategic planning retreat for ministry leaders which held in Dschang from 21 – 23 November during which the foundation was laid for a two-year strategic action plan for the ministry.

ACHIEVEMENTS

In spite of great huddles much efforts was made in evangelism and consolidation of the work. Several thousand of Cameroonians received the gospel through personal and collective evangelistic activities organised by the ministry during youth. Over 1650 persons received the gospel in the two national programmes held in August (Festival of Hope (FOH) III and Harvest Fire Conference 2008) with 454 making a commitment to follow Jesus Christ. 929 persons were examined by the Doctors and Drugs administered to them during the Medical Outreach organised as part of FOH III. The programmes (FOH III) also witnessed to the distribution of 1,400 Bibles to the Villagers of Wotolo, Bonduma – Bokoko in Buea.   Over 20 Pastors and Leaders received grants some to Study at the Bible School others to meet up with a demand of their lives. 

At the level of Evangelistic Centres it is worth noting the great strides registered by CYJ Muea. After a very difficult year during which the centre was almost dissolved, CYJ Muea registered about 75% increase in membership. In 2008, CYJ got affiliated with the Ministry of Youth Affairs which opens a window of opportunity for assistance and partnership. 

CHALLENGES

All was far from being a bed of roses for the ministry as it was confronted with Herculean challenges. There was a significant drop in ministry finances with a sharp decline in the contribution from sponsors and the CYJ Diaspora. Couple to financial challenges was the perennial problems of lack of venue and dwindling commitment in some centres and branches of the ministry. 

PERSPECTIVES

Significant efforts were made to evangelise and revive existing branches and evangelistic centres but great challenges still lie ahead. At the threshold of 2009, the ministry is resolutely engaged towards formulating a strategic action plan for the next two-years (2009 – 2010). 

CONCLUSION

As we look behind and count our blessings and setbacks we join the Psalmist to echo strongly that if it had not been the Lord who was on our side (Psalm 124:1) we would not have come this far. We also acknowledge and greatly appreciate the prayers, support, and contributions of our sponsors, partners and all those who stood with us in one way or the other in the course of the year. We are grateful to you for your constant love and support. As we stand at the threshold of another year we are convicted that that the Good Lord who began a good work with us will be faithful complete it (James 1:6) in 2009 – 2010. We are conscious power and grace behind us is greater than the task ahead of us. The entire CYJ family joins me to wish you and your family “Happy New Year!”
